LESSON PLANS FOR OLDER CHILDREN 
Here are some suggestions for activities which might take place based on the videos.

Key area of interest: 
a) difference and similarity

b) free or fee

c) the value of a human life

DIFFERENCE AND SIMILARITY

1. Watch the video of the walk from the River Volta to the village of Agorta.  As you watch, write down two lists: anything which is different from in the UK, and anything which is the same as in the UK.  Maybe appoint two scribes – one for each list – and call out when you see something and the scribe will write the items down.
2. Compare lists.  Which list is longer?  See which items are the most commonly identified by the class. 
3. Debate the learning question: “In every country we have the same as in every other country, don’t we, just to a lesser or greater extent?”  Vote before the debate and vote after the debate.  

FREE OR FEE

1. What three things would you like to have for your community.  Discuss in small groups, come up with three items per group, and then compile a table of the most common things and how many groups selected them.

2. Watch the video of “On the road to Agorta”.  
3. Compile a list of what is free to us in the UK but is not free in a developing country such as Ghana. 

4. Debate and vote on the learning question: “We are very lucky in the UK because we have so much provided for us.  But as a result we lose sight of the community we live in, and we become selfish in our desires.”  Vote before the debate and vote after the debate.  

THE VALUE OF HUMAN LIFE

1. Watch the video of the Chief of Fievie.  Make a list of the main problems facing him and his community, and another list of the opportunities in his community. 
2. Compare lists.  Which list is longer?  See which items are the most commonly identified by the class.

3. What would you do if you were in his situation to help the community?   

4. How much do you think a child would be sold for in his part of Ghana?  

5. Debate and vote on the learning question: “A child can be sold for £5-£10 in Ghana, and become a modern slave.  But what is the value of your life, what part of the value can be apportioned to the physical, the intellect, the creativity, and the individuality?  And what is the cost of your life?”
